The discharge of all duties relating to the levy of 
assessments, posting and publication of claims, and financial statements as set 
forth by NRS Chapter 539 (Irrigation Districts) is deemed compliance with the 
budgeting, filing and publication requirements of NRS 354.470 to 354.626 (Local 
Financial Administration) inclusive —as otherwise made applicable to local 
governments (See NRS 354.474(2)).
